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Under 18s consent form


The University of the Arts London Students’ Union (SU) has a strong commitment to equal opportunities and takes care to ensure that all of its activities are open and available to all its members.  This includes some students who are under the age of 18, who are legally still considered to be children, even if they are studying away from home.

To ensure that we the SU fulfil our ‘Duty of Care’ and provide adequate insurance cover for all members of our sports clubs/societies, the following steps must be completed before anyone below the age of 18 can participate in the activities of any SU sports club/society;

1. You must complete this consent form and return it to the Sports & Societies Coordinator before taking part in any SU activity (this includes all trials and short courses).

2. You must supply proof (the University ID card) that you are a registered student at the University of the Arts London with your consent form.
